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On November 8, 2004, Governor Ernie Fletcher made a presentation to the 2004 Interim Joint Committee on Education on his educational vision for the state.  A copy of the power point presentation is attached.  The vision highlights the following major factors:

· The student must be physically, emotionally and mentally prepared.

· Strengthen the early foundation for success

· Maximize student achievement and college readiness
· The quality of teachers is the most important ingredient.

· Implement new strategies for high quality teaching

· The job of the educational system is to bring them together in an environment of learning

· Align the education system to ensure lifelong success

· Improve decision-making through computer technology

· Focus the mission of statewide universities

· Provide stewardship from comprehensive universities

· The parents/community must be informed, involved, and supportive of all learners.

The powerpoint outlines the organizations critical to the implementation of this vision, including Kentucky Adult Education and the Kentucky Community and Technical College System, which have met to discuss the educational vision. The conversation is ongoing. 
The vision includes a number of areas in which the P-16 Council has already begun initiatives, such as P-16 alignment, the high school experience, adult education, and lifelong learning.  The implications of the Governor’s vision for education and their impact on the work of the P-16 council will be discussed.
