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On August 27, 2004, Governor Fletcher convened a group of education stakeholders to unveil his educational vision for the state.  The vision, a copy of which is attached, outlined three major factors:

· The student must be physically, emotionally and mentally prepared.

· The quality of teachers is the most important ingredient.

· The job of the educational system is to bring them together in an environment of learning.

It raised several questions for partners to consider:

· How do you feel about the Governor’s vision?

· Which elements would you rank as priorities?

· What do you recommend as the action(s) and actor(s) needed to make this vision a reality?

· How do we get the buy-in of those actors?

· What will you do to help?

The vision highlights a number of areas in which the P-16 Council has already begun initiatives, such as P-16 alignment, the high school experience and lifelong learning.  A copy of a PowerPoint presentation outlining the Governor’s vision is attached. The questions posed above will serve as a springboard for a discussion of the implications of the Governor’s educational vision for the future work of the P-16 Council.
