	HIGH SCHOOL OBJECTIVE: READING - Students identify and apply a variety of appropriate reading strategies to make sense of a variety of print and non-print texts (literary, informational, practical/workplace, and persuasive) to reach personal goals, to understand the human experience, to create products, to accomplish authentic tasks, and to develop ideas in written/oral responses.

	Classroom includes “books” with restaurant logos, sports teams, candy names, etc. so that students begin to read as soon as they enter school, drawing on their previous experience.
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	As a whole class, read books that use the lyrics to songs and read and sing the words.
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	To introduce a reading selection about the Holocaust, the teacher shows pictures from concentration camps.
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	Students take a field trip to a newspaper office to interview the staff and observe the production of a daily/weekly newspaper.
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	The teacher reads aloud to the class and then lets students have time for discussion in small groups followed by time for writing in a reflection journal.
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	Students read a play and then construct a model of the set or make costumes for the main characters.
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	Guest readers, including live authors, frequently visit the classroom to read aloud and discuss the works.
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	Students, working in small groups, adapt a short story into a skit and present it to the class.
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
