1. Teacher Supply/Availability for Implementation of New HS Graduation Requirements – use of foreign language model (bringing in teachers from other countries) to apply to math/science?

3. Accountability Issues/Research Agenda 

4. Teacher Quality - The CPE Teacher Quality meeting will be devoted to this issue - supply of STEM and World Languages teachers.

5. Dual Enrollment/Dual Credit – Evaluation of dual credit programs, expanded AP, best practices, pilot sites

7. Supports and Interventions for Teachers - In implementing a more rigorous curriculum, ensuring that supports and interventions are in place for teachers to draw upon when they work with students.  Ensuring solid diagnoses of levels of student functioning and specific weaknesses.  In using PLAN, EXPLORE, and ACT, what to do when weaknesses are identified.  Administrators need help in redesigning support systems, including things like what good teachers sound like when they teach, what does it look like when they interact with students?     

8. Early Rigor - Rigorous curriculum in the early grades, getting them in the pipeline and prepared for later rigorous work.  

9. Course Redesign – Secondary and postsecondary

10. Ed.D. Preparation Programs - What do we want them to include?

11. The Role of Counseling and Advising – Relative to supply.  What needs to be included in the preparation program?  How to address the ILP?

12. Teacher Working Conditions - EPSB

14. Research Agenda – Develop a set of research issues, coordination of research. In what areas do we not have the data to be able to answer the questions we would like?
