	August, 2011
	KDE asks local districts to provide certification for students who qualify for reimbursement that received 2010-11 Commonwealth Diplomas and have achieved the required composite score of eight or better on three AP exams.


	October, 2011
	Informational emails concerning the 2011-12 Commonwealth Diploma Program are sent to local Districts in October.


	October 14, 2011
	Deadline for submission of requests for reimbursements of 2010-11 AP exams to Kentucky Department of Education.  KDE begins verification and processing of reimbursements for the cost of three AP exams required for each student.


	November 23, 2011
	Deadline for district registration for participation in the Commonwealth Diploma Program 2010-11 and the list of student candidates and the student checklists are due to KDE. (Note:  Names should be listed in alphabetical order, by high school, and as they are to appear on the diplomas – first, middle, last).  *Inclusion on this list is a prerequisite to receipt of a Commonwealth Diploma.


	December, 2011– February, 2012
	KDE sends the lists of 2012 student candidates back to the Commonwealth Diploma Coordinators for verification of district/school students’ names and spelling.

	January, 2012
	Reimbursement checks issued by KDE to local districts for 2010-11 AP exams.


	March 16, 2012
	Final list of candidates for 2011-12 Commonwealth Diploma are due to Kentucky Department of Education along with individual student checklists.  Final date for students’ checklists.  Note:  Names should be listed in alphabetical order, by high school, and as they are to appear on the diplomas – first, middle, last.

	April, 2012
	KDE prints students’ names on diplomas.  KDE reviews the diplomas and prepares them for mailing to the schools.


	May, 2012
	KDE mails Commonwealth Diplomas to local coordinators for presentation at graduation.


	August, 2012
	KDE asks local districts to provide certification for students who qualify for reimbursement that received 2011-12 Commonwealth Diplomas and have achieved the required composite score of eight or better on three AP exams.


*CD Coordinator:  Please note that this sequence of events is critical.  The KDE staff orders diplomas and diploma covers in the fall based on the total estimated number of participants, which is based on the list of candidates you submit on or before November 23.  Failure to include a student on this list could result in a shortage of diplomas and/or covers at graduation time.
