Chapter Five:  REVISING & EDITING          Introduction Script for  “talking head”

Students need to learn and apply independently the strategies writers use to revise and edit their writing.  Teachers who focus on teaching the writer provide mini-lessons on revision and editing strategies for a variety of genres.  These lessons enable teachers to focus instruction on the development and application of basic skills.  The teachers respond to student work for the purpose of revision and editing in different ways, both oral and written.  They teach students the skills of peer conferencing.
