Districts, schools, and teachers looking for guidance in improving writing instruction and performance of student writers should consider the roles that    leadership, teacher preparation, and analysis of student work play in the process. 

In order for writing instruction to have the necessary support, leadership must start at the district level and filter down to building level administrators and teacher leaders.  

Teachers across the curriculum must receive appropriate training to give them the confidence necessary to use writing as a tool for learning in their classes and to teach writers within the context of their disciplines.   
Analysis of student writing by the staff must occur on a regular basis to provide the culture necessary for professional discussions about instructional practices and continuous professional growth.
