Depth of Knowledge (DOK) 1  
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Reading 7 D The Roman Empire  
 

1The Roman Empire was the most powerful empire of its day. 2The Roman Empire had a democratic government; free men each 

had a vote. Roman citizens had to pay taxes, and men joined the military.  

Many innovations of the Roman Empire made life easier. 3They built dams to store water and aqueducts to supply water to the 

people. 4Romans had indoor plumbing. 5Bridges and roads were built to make travel easier for the army and other citizens.    

The Roman Empire had a strong army. It fought in many wars. 6The army defeated the city of Carthage and burned it to the 

ground. Other cities were afraid of the Roman army.    

7When Rome conquered a city, the city and its people became part of the Roman Empire. This meant that the citizens of the 

conquered city lived like other Romans. 8Some citizens became enslaved while others were free. 9Men were forced to join the Roman 

army, and all citizens paid taxes to Rome.
