The student demonstrates an understanding of the use of 
punctuation by correctly identifying the placement of commas in 
the sentence. 

b. American Indians made their homes, including teepees 
pueblos and long houses. 

The student attempts to use a comma but incorrectly places the 
comma before the list begins rather than to separate the items in 
the list. 

c. American Indians made their homes including teepees 
pueblos, and long houses. 

The student attempts to use a comma but incorrectly places the 
comma and separates only one item in the list.
