Å Thousands of children in Kentucky will continue receiving meals through the second 
ǊƻǳƴŘ ƻŦ ǘƘŜ ǎǘŀǘŜΩǎ Pandemic Electronic Benefit Transfer program.

Å Eligibility for the program is based on participation in theNational School Lunch 
Program. For August and September, eligibility is also based on school start dates and 
instruction methods.

Å P-EBT benefits will vary by student and the new cards will be automatically mailed out 
for each child sometime in October. Some children may not receive their cards until 
November.

Å The program is being administered through theCabinet for Health and Family Services, 
not KDE.

This data has been previously reviewed in SDRR or through 

Infinite Campus reporting.

ÅModel went from all hybrid, to 100% in person, to mix over the course of the 

summer as we worked to read community/staff reactions and find the balance.
