Reviewer Requirements
In addition to the specified experience and background, reviewers must be available to attend the entire review training and review to be held, on February 9-12, 2026, virtually. Reviewers may not finish and leave ahead of their assigned review team members, as group discussion and debate are required for each application. The first day will consist of training and scoring. The scoring process will continue in the following days. Each reviewer must be present each day in its entirety to be eligible to review and receive payment.

Reviewer Compensation
Persons selected for this review will receive a $350.00 per day stipend for the four-day training and evaluation process. Note - These reviewers are neither employees nor contractors of KDE, and as such, cannot be paid through the payroll system. 

State Employees
Employees of the State of Kentucky may not serve as grant reviewers. 

KTRS Exemption 

The KDE will continue to inform all reviewers that if they are KTRS retired members, they have the responsibility to seek an exemption from the KTRS for return to work and to report earnings appropriately to the KTRS. It is not KDE’s responsibility to complete this paperwork for individuals.
