KDE shall then distribute this
information to all districts. Personal injury or fatality reports shall include the occupants of the bus, of any other
vehicle involved in in the incident, and on any non-occupants of the bus or other vehicle. This includes pupils in
the loading or unloading zone, pedestrians and bystanders.
